When I am not feeding any puppies I can easily spend $400 - 500 a month feeding my adult dogs. If I was willing to feed them 1 * food it would cost me $200 a month before the increased health problems.  If I could afford 5 ***** foods it would be $1000 a month!

Feeding amounts on the labels:  The manufactorers can only assume the "normal majority" of dogs' nutritional needs.
Dobermans (especially active males) might need double or triple the amount of food on the label thru out their lives.

Some large, active Collie males might need as much as a Doberman.

Most Collies  and some female Dobermans will eat the normal amount on the label.

Adult pet Pyrenees may only need ½ or even a third of the amount on the label because of their slow metabolism- but watch for vitamin deficiencies in these cases.  Loose livestock guards and growing puppies may need twice the amount of food on the label, especially during the winter.
