Why register?    I'm not going to show or breed the dog.          A list of Real reasons:

Each registry or dog association has their own list of reasons for you to register your new puppy with a name.  Their list of reasons usually benefits the dog world in general.  If your puppy has an application on which to give him a fancy name and mail it into a registry with some $ then you have proof he is purebred, so why bother?   Here is a list of real reasons for you, the pet owner who doesn't plan on showing or breeding your new friend:  

PROOF OF OWNERSHIP  if your dog is lost or stolen. 3 of my pups have been stolen within minutes of arriving home because they were left outside in a fenced yard to go to the bathroom.  One was stolen and recovered twice!  2 were never found.  But of the 2, a year later I discovered that one was offered for sale by a shady character walking up and down the city streets!  Sending in that application gives you proof of legal ownership, most registries will record the pup's microchip or tattoo also.  But if a pup could be missing within minutes what good is it, it's not mailed yet!  That application also records the sire, dam and breeder/seller of your puppy.  If a lost puppy is found there is a record of who you got it from.  Also the puppy and its recorded parents can be DNA tested to verify its identity if it isn't tattood or microchipped. 
OR     You have changed your mind and would like to have a litter of puppies from your now beautiful dog, but:  Your dog is now over a year old, you never mailed in the application, it has been lost in your house for several months or you have moved!  If you find the application it now has a late fee of $35, $65 or more.  If you can't find it the breeder may be able to help you get another application from the registry, but the registry is going to charge you $ to reprint it.  It may take months for it to arrive.  There may still be a late fee.  The registry may choose not to reprint it at any cost.  Your dog's breeder has moved and can't be found; so you can't prove to the registry where you got your purebred dog and the breeder can't prove to the registry that the dog is from his stock.  
OR   You and your family have discovered that it can be fun to show your dog!  I pay for and mail in my puppies' applications because of this past experience!!  The new registration certificate will be mailed directly to you, usually by the time the pup is 6 months old. My puppies do go home with a photocopy of their "papers" so you have them in case you need them before their registration certificate arrives in the mail.
